Stay Healthy  
Influenza (another name for the flu) is a highly contagious infection caused by a virus. To reduce the 

spread of the flu there are certain things you can do ς such as hand washing, cough/sneeze 
etiquette, staying home when ill, and appropriate environmental cleaning practices ς that can 
prevent or reduce the spread of the flu. 
 
Hand hygiene is one of the most important ways to prevent the spread of infection. Wash your 
hands often: either by using soap and running water for at least 15 seconds, or, if you do not 
have a sink and faucet, with an alcohol-based hand cleaner. 
 
At a minimum, wash your hands: 

¶ Before and after eating  

¶ Before and after preparing food  

¶ After going to the restroom  

¶ After sneezing or coughing  

¶ After wiping your nose  

¶ Before and after using shared computers, phones and other 
equipment  

¶ After riding public transit  

¶ After recreational activities  
 

Respiratory etiquette can also play an important role in reducing the spread of the flu:  

¶ Do not reuse tissues and throw them away after use  

¶ Turn your head away from people and cough and sneeze into your sleeve (not your hands) 
or cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing or sneezing  

¶ Wash your hands after throwing tissues away
