Adventure Ecotourism provides students with a comprehensive overview of the diverse
ecotourism opportunities within the province. Focusing on the natural and human history of the
Algoma District, students will research Indigenous cultures, the natural environment, and
activity-specific guidelines. This knowledge will be applied through day-long guided eco-tours in
the field. The course also involves comparing and contrasting Ontario’s geography, analyzing
opportunities and challenges in the tourism industry. Students will gain a deep understanding of
ecotourism, enhancing their ability to develop sustainable tourism practices.
