“The medicine wheel is an ancient symbol used by almost all the Native people in the Americas, the medicine wheel can be used to help us see or understand things we can not quite see or understand because they are ideas and not physical objects.” ( The Sacred Tree:  Four Winds Development Project , Second Edition, 1985 ) As Anishnaabe we have known this and practice this way of life. Understanding the medicine  wheel will help you understand yourself which will then enable you to guide others on their journey.
