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I. COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

This course is composed of activities making up a week of field training.  The emphasis of the week will be on planning and carrying out a backcountry trip in Killarney Provincial Park.   In addition a day of activities will take place at E.B.Eddy’s mill in Espanola where a tour of the company’s pollution control and bioassay laboratories will take place. 

II.
LEARNING OUTCOMES AND ELEMENTS OF THE PERFORMANCE:

Upon successful completion of this course the student will demonstrate the ability to:

1)
Plan and carry out a five-day backcountry trip.

Potential Elements of the Performance:

· Organize food, cooking equipment, camping gear and personal supplies in such a way that they can be carried efficiently over numerous portages and are adequate to meet personal needs.

· Paddle approximately 50 kilometres and carry equipment and supplies across approximately 12 portages totalling close to 3.5 km. in length.

· Participate in a daylong hiking trip on the Killarney hiking trail.

· Show due care for camping and canoeing equipment and supplies by being responsible for assigned canoes and being careful to carry, disembark and load canoes in a proper manner.

· Wear all assigned safety equipment and carry out activities in a safe manner.

· Follow Ontario parks regulations during the trip.

Perform in a group environment.

Potential Elements of the Performance:

· Show an ability to co-operate, work with others and share in work, which must be done

· Be on time and ‘ready to go’ at least 15 minutes before scheduled departure times so as not to hold up the entire group. 

· Be attentive and courteous during tours.

U grades in more than 2 of the Elements of Performance will result in a U grade for the course.
