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I.
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This camp has been specifically designed for the needs of Parks and Outdoor Recreation students. Over the scheduled six days, students will take part in two days of formal sea kayak training, two days of ORCA canoe training, and a host of other outdoor activities such as rock climbing, high ropes course training, hiking, and camping. As a fun learning experience, students will be required to organize and deliver a class campfire program suitable for children or family audiences. Special to this camp will be the unique opportunity to acquire industry-recognized certification in both canoeing and sea kayaking. As recognized certificates by employers across Ontario, this training forms the core of our field camp activities.

LEARNING OUTCOMES AND ELEMENTS OF THE PERFORMANCE:




Upon successful completion of this course, the student will demonstrate the ability to:




1.
Obtain ORCA Basic Level Canoeing certification for use in acquiring career-related employment.





Potential Elements of the Performance:

· Demonstrate proper safe canoeing practices such as the ability to: swim and tread water, conduct artificial respiration, retrieve a swamped canoe, perform canoe over canoe rescue, and reenter a swamped canoe

· Understand basic theory behind canoeing such as: selection of equipment, equipment knowledge, equipment care, MOT regulations, outdoor precautions, environmental awareness, and canoeing history

· Demonstrate tandem canoeing skills such as: launching and removing a canoe, entering and exiting a canoe, changing positions, pivots, sideward displacement, forward straight line, inside and outside turns, circles, and landings, stopping a canoe, reverse straight line, and lifts and carries

· Demonstrate solo canoeing skills such as those performed in tandem canoeing      




2.
Obtain Basic Level Sea Kayaking certification for use in acquiring career-related employment.





Potential Elements of the Performance:

· Demonstrate mastery of fundamental sea kayak paddling strokes

· Demonstrate mastery of tows and rescues (self and assisted rescues, including incapacitated paddler) in calm and rough water

· Exercise good judgement and communication with group members, while demonstrating solid risk management skills 

· Demonstrate proper navigation and manoeuvering of a sea kayak in various conditions, including upset, empty or fully loaded

· Identify and explain basic and intermediate weather warning signs, and dangerous paddling conditions

· Understand basic theory behind sea kayaking such as: selection of equipment, equipment knowledge, equipment care, MOT regulations, outdoor precautions, environmental awareness, and sea kayaking history




3.
Organize and deliver a campfire program suitable for children or family audiences.





Potential Elements of the Performance:

· Understand the importance of good communication and team player skills in coordinating a class event 

· Explain a variety of appropriate games, songs and activities suitable for this audience   

· Plan and organize an event of approximately an hour and a half in length

· Demonstrate and deliver a professional program suitable for a park or children’s camp environment 




4.
Identify and describe the significant natural, historical and recreational features of the Lake Superior region.  





Potential Elements of the Performance:

· Understand the importance of safety and risk management when leading a guided ecotour

· Explain the significant geological, cultural, and biological features of the site being visited 

· Describe the various types of outdoor leadership styles
