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COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Extensive research will be accomplished to identify the types of N.D.T.
method in use in the aircraft industry. The advantages, disadvantages
and procedures used to perform N.D.T. will be discussed. Emphasis on
Dye Penetrate, Magnuflux, Visual and Radiographic procedures will be
addressed. Various test equipment will be discussed associated with
each type of N.D.T. method. Presentations will be administered in class
and laboratories.

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will demonstrate
the ability to:

1. Identify the common types of NDT methods used in the aviation
industry, describe how each method is performed, discuss the
advantages and disadvantages of selecting specific methods and
understand the personal safety requirements.
