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I. PHILOSOPHY/GOALS:

Human relation skills and their importance to the
helping professions will be emphasized. Local human service
agencies will be reviewed.

1) Develop an understanding of the interpersonal skills and
characteristics required in human services work.

2) Discuss programs and multidisciplinary teamwork in the various
human services found in our community.

4) Demonstrate career planning skills and set future goals.

5) Acquire an awareness of the Child and Family Services Act,
Developmental Services Act, Vocational Rehabilitation Act, Homes
for the Retarded Act. Back on Track.
