COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This practical workshop will introduce you to one of the oldest traditional art forms in Southeast-Asia. It teaches the basic techniques of batik painting, application of wax on fabric using Tjantings and the various ways of applying colour onto the fabric. You will also experiment with Tjaps, traditional Indonesian stamps to make various prints on fabrics. You will create a number of pieces that can then be framed, quilted or made into wall hangings. The technique is easy and fun to learn! Suitable for: Traditional Asian Art Enthusiasts or those interested in learning a new technique! A supply list will be provided at time of registration. (Amount includes GST)

COURSE DELIVERY:

The course will be presented through a blend of instructional methods which will include demonstrations, discussions, and hands on learning.

Use Batik tools such as Tjantings and Tjaps.  Students will be able trace out their designs with wax and use dyes to colour their fabric.
