COURSE DESCRIPTION:

With the high cost of hiring a tradesperson to do repairs in your home, your knowledge to complete basic repairs will be a savings to you. This course is designed to teach interior home repairs and renovations including: painting and drywall repairs, basic plumbing, flooring, bathroom/kitchen repairs and renovations.

This course will provide you with the skills, abilities and knowledge you need to perform repairs in your home, therefore saving you money. 
COURSE DELIVERY:

The course content will be presented through a blend of instructional methods which may include lecture, discussion, and hands-on application.

TOPICS 

Bath and Kitchen Updating:
You will learn replacement of counter tops, fixtures, flooring and other upgrades to make your kitchen and bath more pleasing to you and add value to your home.
Ceramic Tile Installation:

Topics covered will be tools of the trade, types of tiles, adhesives used, patterns and tile application.

Flooring:

Topics covered include: tools of the trade, choosing the best application of flooring, installation of various flooring types: hardwood, laminate, linoleum, ceramic tiles, carpeting and repairs.

Basic Plumbing:

Topics covered will be tools of the trade, repairing bath and kitchen fixtures, including repairs and installation of toilets, and types of plumbing installations.

Painting and Drywall:

Topics covered will be tools of the trade, types of paint and proper use of latex versus oil, clean up, basic installation of and repairs to drywall, wall preparation including taping an mudding, and sanding.
REQUIRED COURSE MATERIAL: (to be purchased by the learner)

Students should bring a set of their own household tools such as hammer, wrenches, pliers, handsaw and screwdrivers.
