COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Spanish is the official language of over 20 countries (Argentina, Bolivia, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Equatorial Guinea, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, México, Nicaragua, Panamá, Paraguay, Perú, Puerto Rico, Spain, Uruguay, and Venezuela) that’s 423 million people. This course was designed for individuals with no prior knowledge of Spanish and with the intent to use their new skills and knowledge of Hispanic Culture to travel safely through Spain, Central and South America. 

Primary Objectives: 
In these seven weeks students will immerse themselves in the rich Spanish culture and language. Students will learn some safety tips, greetings, the most common verbs in the present tense, and some important irregular verbs, numbers, letters and traveller’s vocabulary. Students will be introduced to culture such as music and food and special guests.

· Safety while traveling

· Greetings

· Pronunciation of the alphabet

· Verb conjugation in the present tense, regular and irregular

· Modal verbs expressing future intentions, ability, desire, obligation, etc.

· Masculine and feminine nouns

· Articles and adjectives

· Restaurant and ordering food

· dealing with airports and customs

· Commands

· Family relations

· Asking directions

· dialogue

RATIONALE:

It can be intimidating and frightening dealing with situations in a country where one doesn’t understand the language. This course can help eliminate that intimidation factor and at the same time increase the person’s competency in functioning in that country. This in turn will enhance the enjoyment of the time spent there and perhaps stimulate an interest in learning more about the Spanish language.
COURSE DELIVERY:
The course content will be presented through a blend of instructional methods which may include lecture, print-out, dialogue and discussion.
