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COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Part 1 will provide an intensive study of the psychological, cognitive,
physical and social development of the child from conception to early
childhood. Psychological concepts, theories and research will be
examined in relation to the child's development. The application of theory
and research to the problems of childhood will be discussed.

Philosophically, this course emphasizes a holistic view of the undeniable
worth of children.

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V. EVALUATION PROCESS/GRADING SYSTEM:

1. Prenatal and Childhood Current Issues 15%

Over the course of the semester students will compile articles from various
sources on current issues related to prenatal development, infants,
toddlers and preschoolers. Complete criteria and due dates will be
explained in class

2. Professional Research Article Review 15%

Students will review a research study that is published in a professional
journal. The review will consist of a brief summary of the main points of
the research article and a critique of the information provided. Two to
three pages are expected. The format and criteria for completing this
assignment will be explained in class.

Review due: March 6

3. In-class assignments, quizzes, attendance and participation 10%
Various activities and “overnight” assignments are assigned to be handed
in and/or reported on in class. Also unscheduled quizzes will occur to
evaluate understanding of developmental milestones. Attendance and
active participation is a necessary requirement for successful completion of
this course.

4. Tests 60%

There will be 4 tests spaced throughout the semester. These tests will be
based on the material presented in class and in the textbook. Students
must achieve an overall 50% average on these tests in order to
receive a credit in HSC 104.
