1. identify various disciplines which conprise the social sciences.

2. begin to develop a framework of termnology conmonly used by
soci al scientists.

3. explain what nakes social science a science.

4. illustrate how social science is involved with the life choices
i ndi vi dual s and soci eti es nake.

5. examne and critique the analysis of data.
METHCDOLOGY:

This course will be taught in a non-traditional manner. You will have
three instructors, each with differing Social Science disciplines,

I .e. sociology, political science/economcs, and psychol ogy. Each of
tﬂe three disciplines will be presented in the context of three

t henes:

1. Work and enpl oynent
2. Health and the environment
3. Sex and gender i ssues.

The next topic, "Health and the Environment™ you
coul d choose either the Political Science/ Econom cs perspective or
the Psychol ogy perspective. The final assignment, "Sex and
Cender” you would wite your answers on the renalnlnP di sci pl i ne.
