COURSE TITLE CODE

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The student will build on basic assessment skills learned in Year 1 focusing on the
physical and psychological aspects of the individual, the family, home settings and the
community. The students will have the opportunity to practice interpersonal skills,
interviewing, history taking and the psychomotor assessment skills.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course, some learning activities are designed to foster collaborative learning in
small groups. In order for the learner to develop the ability to critically think, reflect and
integrate new information, the learner must engage in active dialogue with colleagues
and the teacher. The student will benefit strongly from attendance, preparation and
participation.

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will demonstrate the ability to:

1. practise interviewing techniques to obtain a pertinent health history of a client.

2. practise physical assessment skills with appropriate equipment and instruments,
using a systematic approach.

3. document assessment findings using the correct terminology.

4. understand a complete head to toe assessment.

5. identify and understand assessment across the developmental age groups.
