NATURE OF COURSE

To explore the process which occurs when people form a group. The focus is
on "group" structure and the dynamics of the group. The use of the group
in the therapeutic process will be examined. Various group techniques and
approaches which are pertinent to the experience of a Correctional Worker
will be studied.
