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I COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course will give the student an overview of Canada Immigration’s operations
and procedures. It will introduce the department’s immigration law, as expressed
in the Immigration Act and Regulations. The student will develop an
understanding of Canada’s main objectives with respect to immigration. Some
examples of these objectives are:

Pursuing the maximum social, cultural, and economic benefits of
immigration;

Protecting the health and safety of Canadians and maintaining the
security of Canadian society;

Seeing that families are reunited in Canada;

Promoting international justice and security by fostering respect for
human rights and by denying access to Canadian territory to persons
who are criminals or security risks.

Recognizing that the refugee program is in the first instance about
saving lives and offering protection to the displaced and persecuted.
