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COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course Focuses on the multifaceted nature of the relationship of
women and men. Engaging students in dialogue about sex and gender,
subjects that affect all aspects of a person’s life will be explored. Important
and sensitive issues will be introduced to expose students to perspectives
that may challenge their beliefs and assumptions and shape their
consciousness of themselves as thinkers and agents for change.

LEARNING OUTCOMES AND ELEMENTS OF THE PERFORMANCE:

2.  Explain how social behavior (gender) is patterned and created by a
social context.

e Describe rites of passage from childhood into the more complex
world of adult sexuality

e Describe the uses and abuses of the male and female body in
relationship fitting into the societal ideal image

e Explain how domestic violence occurs

3. Describe how the individual, gender, socialization, culture, social
structure and society are interrelated.

Potential Elements of the Performance:
e Describe political action as a way of challenging gender
stereotypes
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e Describe how the women’s movement, men’s movement and gay
rights movement have emerged to challenge prevailing cultural
beliefs

e Describe the scope and consequences of sexual harassment
e Describe differing perspectives on pornography
e Explore homophobia
¢ Discuss the changing nature of relationships
e Evaluate the future of the family
